This group of professional athletes provides students with a 

motivational presentation discussing issues teens face each day. 

 

$1,000 to East Tawas Assembly of God to support A Laughing Matter Comedy Night.  

This public event will bring a family-friendly improvisational group to perform in May at 

the East Tawas Community Center. 

 

$270 to Friends of the East Tawas Library for Books for Babies, which provides book 

packets to new parents and their babies born at Tawas St. Joseph Hospital.
